Request for Proposals – Micro-Hydropower Debt Fund
More than 86% of Nepal’s population lives in rural areas where, due to poverty and geography, energy access is lower than the minimum needed to support energy services for basic needs and poverty alleviation.
To expand reliance of off-grid electricity supply in rural areas, GTZ will create a EUR 500,000 micro-hydro debt fund for the purpose of extending credit to AEPC-supported, off-grid, micro-hydro power stations ranging from 5kW to 100kW. The fund is to be owned by the Alternative Energy Promotion Centre (AEPC) and to be administered by a commercial bank.
In this regard, GTZ invites bids from interested and suitable Commercial Banks (Class A) licensed by the Nepal Rastra Bank. Qualifications requirements include, among others: (a) a demonstrated track record of being able to extend credit on an effective basis without incurring an unreasonably large level of non-performing loans; (b) outreach into the rural areas either due to existing organizational structure or ability to network in rural communities.
